Resolution for Multi-Year Funding: Kiryvat Yearim Youth Village

(""the Youth Village")

Whereas: The Jewish Agency reached an understanding with the Friends of
Kiryat Yearim Switzerland ("the Swiss Association") and the Fisher
Foundation, to jointly fund the supplementary budget of the Youth
Village in the amount of $485,000 in each school year (the budget
beyond the basic budget which is funded, inter alia, by the Ministry
of Education) for the coming three years;

Whereas: In accordance with the abovementioned understanding, the Swiss
Association will transfer a sum of $185,000 in each school year of the
three years of the agreement, the Fisher Foundation will commit
$200,000 per year for the three years of the agreement, and the Jewish
Agency will continue to commit a sum of $100,000 per year for the
three years of the agreement; and

Whereas:  The Jewish Agency's multi-year commitment is subject to approval
by this Committee, thereafter by the Executive and thereafter by the
Board of Governors;

Therefore be it resolved to approve and recommend the Board of Governors as
follows:

1. To approve a multi-year commitment for the Jewish Agency of $100,000 for
each school year during the coming three years (September 2025-August 2028)
as participation in the supplementary budget of the Youth Village.

2. The Finance Unit is authorized to incur, on a multi-year basis, financial and
other obligations for the implementation of the undertakings of the Jewish
Agency in accordance with the Agreement.



Explanatory Notes

The Jewish Agency is active today in six youth villages that provide a supportive
and normative environment to immigrants and Israeli youth. The Kiryat Yearim
Youth Village, located in the Jerusalem hills, is home to about 120 teenagers who
originate mostly from the south of the country, from different strata of the society:
Israelis, new immigrants and children of immigrants born in the former Soviet
Union or in Ethiopia.

There is a high school in the Youth Village with the following study courses:
certification for computer technicians, jewelry design, photography, agriculture,
communications (specializing in photography and editing). Students learn in small
groups enabling personal attention, in order to improve the chance of obtaining a
matriculation certificate.

The Youth Village provides a personal and supportive framework for the youth.
Students are educated in a framework of a boarding school and in small social
groups, living in spacious residences and are entitled to numerous extracurricular
activities and enrichment activities; they enjoy a combination of developing
personal skills alongside social skills and group activities. The Youth Village's
educational emphasis is on Zionism, Judaism and preparation for the military
service.

The Kiryat Yearim Youth Village was established in 1952 by the Jewish Agency,
together with the Swiss Association. During recent years the supplementary budget
of the Company which operates the Youth Village was financed by the Jewish
Agency, the Fisher Foundation, and the Swiss Association.
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
